Guidelines of Development Support Fund (UK)
Purpose: The overall aim of GCFUK Development Support Fund (DSF) is to support the needy Gujarati Christians in UK who undergoes financial hardships and crisis and thereby unable to meet their basic needs and of their family while living in the UK.
General and Mandatory Guidelines for all Applicants:
1. The DSF is available for the Gujarati Christians legally residing in the UK with a valid UK visa.
2. The applicant should be willing to subscribe to the GCFUK ‘Statement of Faith’ which is stated on our website www.gcfuk.org .
3. The applicant should preferably be involved in activities of the Gujarati Church UK which is the key initiative of GCFUK.

4. The applicant should be strictly following the rules & regulations of UK Home office and UK Border Agency for their respective visa.
5. The applicant should provide two Referees one of whom should be an active member of the Gujarati Church UK of GCFUK. The Referees should be willing to give formal references when asked for the respective applicant.(These referees should not be on the GCFUK Board of Trustees)
6. The applicant should duly fill and sign the Development Support Fund Application form. The application form is available from GCFUK website http://www.gcfuk.org/Projects.asp under ‘Project’ section.
7. The duly filled application form to be sent by post at the GCFUK Registered Office Address: 11, Wivenhoe Court, 263, Staines Road, Hounslow Middlesex TW3 3JW. 
Evidences to be provided along with application:
1. For all Applicants, copy is required of valid UK visa/‘Leave to Remain’ in the UK issued by UK’s Home Office under any category as per UK Home office/UK Border Agency regulations.
2. For Students:

a. Along with copy of valid visa, a copy of Enrolment letter from College/University’s Student Registry Office registered/approved by UK Home office.
b. Evidence of regular attendance as required by the UK Home Office for a recognised certificate/degree course at the respective institution - Letter of regular/required attendance from the respective educational institution.

c. Copies of salary slips for the last 3 months - If working part-time evidence of working not more than ten hours (diploma/college course) and twenty hours (degree course) a week especially during term time as determined by the UK Home Office for - a student, student writing dissertation, student re-sitting exams
d. Students not employed or part-time employed (inclusive of Evidence as stated in points 6, 7 and 9) should provide evidence of being unemployed such as – two recent, rejection letters/emails.
3. For all Applicants, verifiable evidences such as copies of last two bank statements, last two months salary slips, current utility bill/UK driving licence and copy of NI number (mobile phone statements not accepted) should be submitted to establish identity and ascertain economic condition of the Applicant. 
4. Wherever applicable, evidence required for an illness - incapacitating the individual to work to earn enough to support his/herself/their family in the UK - as certified a UK Registered General Practitioner or NHS approved medical authority or Hospital.

Maximum financial support per Applicant:

1. Due to limited financial resources, GCFUK will provide up to £250 per Applicant towards his/her financial or social need in a financial year. 
2. The Applicant will be eligible for this support only after fulfilling all the above mentioned requirements of Development Support Fund (DSF).
3. The Applicant will be encouraged to return this money back to GCFUK once his/her situation improves so that more Gujarati Christians can be supported from this Fund. ​​The refund plan will discussed individually based on the situation/condition of each Applicant at the time of disbursement.
Decision making process:

1. The GCFUK Holistic Works Committee (HWC) will receive and process each application based on above criteria and guideline.
2. Subsequently the HWC will forward the applications with its recommendation to the GCFUK Board Chairman for final decision of the Trustees.
3. The GCFUK Board of Trustees reserves the final authority to approve or reject each application. The decision of GCFUK Board of Trustees will remain final and binding in all the matters concerning the Gujarati Christian Development Fund. 

4. Even after approval, ​​If applicant for any reason found guilty of violating UK Home Office laws, he/she will be responsible/ liable for consequences. The GCFUK and the Board of Trustees will not be held responsible in such cases.
5. The GCFUK Board of Trustees reserves the right to discontinue this fund at any time without prior intimation.

6. In absence of satisfactory & substantial evidences, the GCFUK Board of Trustees reserves the right to reject application. 

7. The GCFUK reserves the right to amend, change and revise these guidelines from time to time whenever required by the GCFUK Board of Trustees without prior intimation.
